PREMIERS SPORTING CHALLENGE 
The Sporting Challenge has begun! On Monday students should have started recording 
their efforts in physical activity. Last Thursday the Activity Logs were sent home with a note 
discussing the recording and the return of the logs which must occur each Monday. Below 
are aspects of the note that are relevant to the maintenance of the program. 
K, K/1 and 1/2 are participating in the K- 2 Challenge.  It is expected that these students will 
complete a minimum of 30 minutes of physical activity a day for a 5 day week. These stu-
dents will receive encouragement certificates for their participation in the 10 week program. 
At this stage their involvement is about participation. 
2/3, 3/4, 4/5 and Yr 6 students are participating in the 3- 6 Challenge. This is more competi-
tive and will involve students’ activity being compared with activity of students across the 
state. It's not hard! Any daily physical activity of moderate to vigorous intensity can be used 
to accrue time. 
Moderate activities could be as simple as brisk walking, bike riding with friends, skateboard-
ing, lawn bowls, playground games, yoga and dancing. 
Vigorous activities are associated with such activities as Australian Football, netball, aero-
bics, soccer, running, fitness circuits, dance, swimming laps, training for sport. 
Remember activity logs must be returned to class teachers each Monday. Any ques-
tions regarding the challenge can be forwarded to Mr Goldthorp.

PEER SUPPORT 
Week 8 
This week in Peer Support the children learn the need 
to develop a range of coping strategies. In order to be-
come more resilient, children need to have a number of 
different ways of coping with difficulties. Through the 
various activities, children learn to distinguish between 
helpful, resilient ways of coping and less helpful, non-
resilient ways.  

Discuss with your child the ways they have chosen to 
cope with difficulties that might arise in their life and 
encourage them to practise these regularly. 
 
Week 9 
In this week’s final session of the Peer Support module 
“Taking Opportunities” the children will reflect on what 
they have learned over the past seven weeks. The ac-
tivities help children identify their personal qualities, 
strengths and support network. They will be given the 
opportunity to practise ways of being resilient through 
role play and celebrate what they have learned.
